Abstraci: Poveity exists not only in India but its presence is worldwide. Poverty creates social as well as
economical problems in society. Poverty is focused as hurdle into development. Government spent maximum
budget for poverty reduction programs. Eradication of poverty has been one of the guiding principles of the
planning process in our country. Improvements in the living standards of people and the provision of a decent
standard of living have been prominent objectives of the successive five year plans. Identification of the poor and
initiation of specific programmes that address differential needs of people steeped in poverty have been the
distinguishing features of all the five-year plans. In order to reduce poverty, Government implemented scheme like
Indira Awaas Yojana (IAY), Janani Suraksha Yojana, Mahatma Phule Jan Arogya Yojna(MPJY) and Mahatma
Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Act (MGNREGA). So this paper is an attempt to study Governiment
schemes for BPL families in Maharashtra for poverty eradication.

1. INTRODUCTION:
Since India became part of the global economy and underwent economic reform in 1991, its economy is growing
at a faster rate of nearly 10 per cent per annum. In the process, India has become the fourth largest economy in the world.
In the last two decades, a significant proportion of the population across the country has reaped the benefits of this
economic growth. They have become the part of global economy and market, and their lives have transformed into one
of global citizens with all the comforts and luxury in life. Apart from this burgeoning middle class in the country, the
economic growth seemed to have touched the lives of the poor also. According to the National Sample Survey results,
people living below poverty line have dramatically come down during the post economic reform era. Poverty alleviation
programmes have assumed relevance as it is proved globally that the so-called 'trickle-down effect’ does not work in all
the societies and India is no exception to this. In recent times, there has been a significant shift in focus in the poverty
literature away from the ‘trickle-down’ concept of growth towards the idea of ‘pro-poor growth’, which enables the
poor to actively participate in and benefit from economic activities. Hence, the strategy of targeting the poor was adopted
in India and the economic philosophy behind these special programmes was that special preferential treatment was
necessary to enable the poor to participate in economic development. Inclusive growth also focuses on productive
employment for the excluded groups. Poverty alleviation programmes have been designed from time to time to enlarge
the income-earning opportunities for the poor. The programmes and schemes have been modified, consolidated,
expanded and improved over time. These programmes are broadly classified into: The targeted programmes fall into
four broad categories: (i) self-employment programmes (i) wage employment programmes (iii) direct cash transfers to
the targeted groups and (iv) Public distribution system (PDS). There are numerous centrally sponsored schemes (CSS)
under the first three Vaiegones which are designed by the Centre, administered by the Ministry of Rural Development,
but implemented by the States with States generally contributing 25% to their cost. In addition, some State governments
have their own schemes. The rf’ﬂtiplicﬁy of the programs is advocated on the grounds of multi-dimensionality of
poverty and regional variations in the efficacy of the deli :em. There is also recognition that it is problematic to
close a scheme even if it is cost ineffective because of ad‘v 1SS oaohcuy associated with the closure.

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Government of India aims at bringing down people below poverty line to the extent of 10%. Following
programmes have been introduced by the Government of India for solving the problems.

Indira Awas Yojna:
Indira Awas Yojana (IAY) is being implemented in the State since April, 1989 to construct houses for houseless
BPL families in the rural areas. It is a centrally sponsored scheme with Central and State share in the ratio 75:25. The
Government of India has fixed the cost of construction at Rs.70,000 per house from 1st April, 2013, however,
Government of Maharashtra has increased the total cost of each house to Rs. one lakh and provides the additional amount
required to construct the house.

Tt seems through above table that, there was increase in expenditure on this scheme from 2012-13 to 2013-2014
which resulted the number of beneficiaries increased. The target has been achieved in the year 2013-14 though
expenditure was high. In the year 2014-15 the target has not achieved though expenditure was low and beneficiaries in
less number. The beneficiaries and expenditure increases in the year 2015-16.

Janani Suraksha Yojna: _

Janani Suraksha Yojana is being implemented to promote institutional deliveries in rural and urban areas to
reduce infant and maternal mortality in BPL, SC and ST families. The scheme aims at lowering MMR by ensuring that
all deliveries conducted by skilled birth attendants. Under the scheme, an amount of Rs. 700 per beneficiary in rural
areas and Rs.600 per beneficiary in urban areas is given within seven days after delivery in the institutions. While, for
delivery at home by SBA, Rs. 500 is given to the beneficiary in rural as well as urban areas. For the delivery by
caesarean, up to Rs. 1,500 is given to the beneficiary as reimbursement of the expenditure incurred. Progress of Janani
Suraksha Yojana is given Table number 2.

From above table, it is seen that government has increased the amount of expenditure but the ratio of people
benefited got reduced in past years.

Mahatma Phule JanArogya Yojna(MPJY): .
Mahatma Jyotiba Phule Jan Arogya Yojana, erstwhile Rajiv Gandhi Jeevandayee Arogya Yojana is being
implemented in the State in collaboration with the National Insurance Company to provide cashless medical facilities
for treating patients holding yellow ration card (BPL families, beneficiaries of antyodaya & annapurna scheme), APL
families holding saffron ration card and white ration card holding farmer families from 14 farmer snicide prone districts
(Aurangabad, Jalna, Parbhani, Hingoli, Beed, Nanded, Osmanabad, Latur, Amravati, Akola, Washim, Buldhana,
Yavatmal and Wardha) with indentified diseases. The scheme provides 971 types of tertiary care and high expended
surgeries/therapies along with 121 follow up procedures in 30 identified specialised categories. The scheme provides
coverage for mesting all expenses relating to hospitalisation of beneficiary up to Rs. 1.5 lakh & in case of renal transplant
surgery Rs.2.5 lakh per family per year. A cashless medical facility through 492 empanelled hospitals is provided under
the scheme. The scheme is completely paperless and beneficiaries holding valid ration card and photo identity proof can
avail treatment in any of the empaneiled hospitals across the State. During 2017-18, total number of surgeries and
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therapies conducted were 4.95 lakh and an expenditure incurred was Rs. 1,006.72 crore. During 2018-19, total 5.51 lakh
surgeries and therapies were conducted and expenditure of Rs. 1,089.03 crore was incurred. It has been observed that
during last three years the number of beneficiaries increases and government increased the amount expenditure for
Mahatma Jyotiba Phule Jan Arogya Yojana.

Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Act (MGNREGA):

MGNREGA was started in 2006-07 and extended to cover the whole country during the 11th Plan. With a people
centred, demand-driven architecture, completely different from the earlier rural employment programmes, In financial
year 2016-17, MGNREGA provided employment to 14.33 lakh households generating 7.09 crore person-days. In In
financial year 2017-18, MGNREGA provided employment to 16.98 lakh households generating 8.25 crore person-days
and in financial year 2018-19, MGNREGA provided employment to 17.84 lakh households generating 8.37 crore
person-days. From financial year 2016-17 to 2018-19 MGNREGA increases employment to maximum number of
households.

3. CONCLUSION:

1) The housing facilities has been provided to BPL families due to proper implementation of Indira Awas
Yojna.

2) Government focused on empowerment of women’s of BPL families. The expenditure on Janani Surakhsa
Yojna is increases but the beneficiaries got reduced. -

3) It has been observed that during last three years the number of beneficiaries increases and government
increased the amount expenditure for Mahatma Jyotiba Phule Jan Arogya Yojana. This scheme is very
useful to BPL families for solving their medical problem. The scheme is called successful amid some
allegation of hospital directly or indirectly causing patients to incur out of pockets expenses of some part of
the treatments.

4) MGNREGA successfully raised the negotiating power of agricultural labour, resulting in higher agricultural
wages, improved economic outcomes leading to reduction in distress migration.

4. SUGGESTION:

Poverty is defined in terms of income, expenditure and nutritional value (calorie intake). According to
government data, poverty is declining, but from this study we found that the life of person from BPL families is
deteriorating. The elimination of poverty is not only related with declining in poverty. To eliminate the poverty,
government should provide better shelter, medical facilities, drinking water facilities and education so that people living
below poverty line can improve their lives. Poverty alleviation programmes should also address the issue of poverty
from broader social and economic perspectives.
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AGRO BASED INDUSTRIES AND IT'S IMPORTANCE IN INDIA

INTRODUCTION:

The scope of agro-based industries in India is pretty high because of the fact that the country is
predominantly dependent on agriculture. According to the statistical data for the year 2020, the
agriculture sector in India contributes about 18% to India’s GDP. Also, approximately 42% of the
Indian population is employed in the agricultural sector alone. The share of the population
employed in the agriculture sector has been declining year after year because of various reasons.
However, it still remains the largest sector employing the majority of the population.

Agro-based industry is regarded as the sunrise sector of the Indian economy because of its huge
potential for growth, likely socio economic impact, specifically on employment and income
generation and for the ability to generally keep itself recession proof. Also, approximately 70% of
the population is dependent on agriculture and agro-based industries. According to the economic
survey 2014-15, conducted by the Central Statistical Office, agrobased industries consistently
grew in India during the period 2009-10 to 2013-14. Some estimates also suggest that in developed
economies, approximately 14% of the total workforce engages in the agro-processing sector
directly or indirectly, whereas in India, only about 3% of the workforce finds employment in this
sector. The data highlighted above reveals the underdeveloped state and the vast potential of
growth in this sector.

Top 6 Agro-based Industries in India — Overview :

In the section above, we broadly classified agro-based industries into agro-produce processing
units, agro-produce manufacturing units, agro-inputs manufacturing units and agro service centres,
based on the nature of work performed by them. In this section, we will learn about some of the
major agro-based industries in India.

1. Textile Industry :

The textile industry is concerned with the design, production, distribution or marketing of yarn,
fabrics, or ready made clothing. It consists of units manufacturing cotton textiles, woollen textiles,
silk textiles, synthetic fibers and jute textiles. The industry plays an important role in India’s
economy because it is the biggest employer in the country after agriculture.
Also, it provides direct and indirect employment to around 10.5 crore people. India is also the
second-largest manufacturer and exporter of textiles and clothing in the world, with a share of 5%
of the total global trade. It contributed 12% to India’s total exports in 2018-19. The US and the
European Union are the two largest markets for Indian textile exporters, followed by various Asian
countries and the Middle East. The largest textile companies in India include Arvind Ltd,
Vardhman Textiles Ltd, Welspun India Ltd, Raymond Ltd and Trident Ltd among others.

The size of India’s textile and apparel market was USD 108.5 billion in 2015 and is expected to
reach USD 226 billion by 2023, growing at a CAGR of 8.7% between 2009 and 2023. The GOI
has introduced various policy initiatives and programmes for the development of the textile
industry, some of which include (1) Scheme for integrated textile parks, (ii) National Handicraft
Development Program (NHDP), (iii) North Eastern Region Textile Promotion Scheme (NERTPS)

g=eiai) Comprehensive Handicrafts Cluster Development Scheme (CHCDS).
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2. Sugar Industry :

The sugar industry is responsible for the supply of sugar, which is considered as an integral part
of the human diet. India fell back to second place in sugar production during 2019-20, narrowly
losing the top spot to Brazil. India produced 28.9 million metric tonnes of sugar, which is roughly
17% of the world’s total sugar production of 166.18 million metric tonnes. Today, the sugar
industry’s annual output is worth approximately INR 80,000 crores. Sugar production is expected
to rise by 17% in 2020-21 and the domestic consumption is forecast to hit a new record of 28.5
million tonnes. The leading sugar manufacturing companies in India and the world include Eid
Parry (India) Ltd, Shree Renuka Sugars Ltd, BalrampurChini Mills Ltd, Triveni Engineering and
Industries Ltd and Dhampur Sugar Mills Ltd among others.

The GOI has undertaken several initiatives to improve the financial health of the sugar industry,
some of which include (i) de-regulation of the sugar sector, (ii) Ethanol Blended Petrol Program
(EBP), (iii) Scheme for extending financial assistance to sugar undertakings (SEFASU-2014), (iv)
soft loans to sugar mills to facilitate clearance of cane price arrears, (v) Minimum indicative Export
Quotas (MIEQ), (vi) production subsidy and (vii) imposition of stock holding limits on sugar mills.

3. Vegetable Oil Industry :

The Indian vegetable oil industry accounts for about 5% of the world’s vegetable oil production.
India is the largest consumer of edible oils in the world. The estimated domestic demand for
vegetable oil is over 23 million tonnes, which is predominantly met by imports. Also, India is
currently the biggest importer of edible oils in the world with an import of 15 million tonnes
annually, which is about 14% of the world’s total vegetable oil imports. The industry occupies a
distinct position in the Indian economy because it provides job opportunities to millions of people,
achieves an average domestic turnover of USD 10 billion per annum and earns a foreign exchange
of USD 90 million per annum. The leading brands of edible oils in India include Fortune by Adani
Group, Saffola by Marico, Sundrop by Agro Tech Foods, Dhara by Mother Dairy and Dalda by
Bunge Limited among others.

Vegetable oil processing will remain one of the largest industrial segments in India because of an
exponential increase in domestic demands and exports.

In order to increase the production of edible oil in the country and to reduce the dependence on
imports, the GOI has proposed/introduced several measures, some of which include (i) tax
concessions for companies engaged in oilseeds farming, (ii) promoting oil palm cultivation under
National Mission on Ollseeds and Oil Palm (NMOOP) and (iii) preparing ‘zero edible oil import’
plans.

4. Tea Industry :

Tea is the second most consumed liquid in the world after water. Between 2014-18, the global tea
production increased at a CAGR of 2.97%. As of 2019, India was the secondlargest tea producer
in the world with a total production of 1,339.70 million kgs. Also, India is one of the world’s
largest consumers of tea, with about three-fourths of the total production consumed locally. The
tea industry holds a special place in the Indian economy because it employs a total workforce of
over 2 million people. The industry also earns much needed foreign exchange for the country with
exports of USD 830.90 million in FY 2019 and USD 826.47 million in FY 2020. The leading tea
manufacturers & exporters in India include Tata
Global Beverages, Goodricke Group, Dhunseri Petrochem & Tea Limited, Jay Shree Tea and
Assam Company India Limited among others.

The growth of the Indian tea industry has always been remarkable. Based on the current level of
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production, the global tea production is expected to increase at a CAGR of 2.65% between 2019-
25. Tn case of India, the tea production and consumption is expected to increase at a CAGR of
7.88% and 2.25% respectively between 2019-25. Also, the revenue earnings of the tea industry are
also expected to grow at a CAGR of 6.23% between 2019-25. In light of the above, the Indian Tea
Association has requested the GOI to handle the rising costs, stagnated prices, take over the PF
contribution of workers for a period of 3 years and introduce other measures in order to provide
relief to the Indian tea industry.
5. Coffee Industry :

India has always been a tea-loving country, however, over the last two decades, we have witnessed
an unprecedented rise in the aumber of coffee lovers because of a number of reasons such as (i)
increase in disposable incomes (coffee is considered more expensive than tea), (i) global exposure,
(iii) digital media penetrations and (iv) lifestyle changes among others. The increase in coffec
consumption ignited a cafe culture in India and saw major brands like Cafe Coffee Day, Costa
Coffee and Starbucks setting up numerous outlets across the country.

India is the sixth-largest producer and the fifth-largest exporter of coffee in the world. The coffee
production stood at 2,99,300 million tonnes during 2019-20, which was 3.14% of the total global
coffee production. India exports 70% of its domestic coffee production, with an export of USD
738.90 million during 2019-20.

The top 5 importers of Indian coffee during 2018-19 were Italy (21 .63%), Germany (9%), Russian
Federation (6.3%), Belgium (5.24%) and Turkey (4.17%). The coffee industry occupies an
important position in the Indian economy because it provides direct and indirect employment to
over a million people and earns a foreign exchange to the tune of about 4,000 crores. Some of the
best coffee brands in India include Blue Tokai, Davidoff, Starbucks, Nescafe and Cafe Coffee Day

among others.

Buy-Harvestor :

There is a huge potential for the coffee industry because of a rise in the domestic consumption of
coffee. Rural India is today evolving in every aspect. If brands are able to penetrate and create a
connection with rural India, then the coffee industry stands to witness an exponential growth in
the overall domestic consumption of coffee.

6. Leather Goods Industry :

Leather is one of the most widely traded commodities globally. The demand for leather is driven
by the fashion, furniture, interior design and automotive industries. The Indian Leather industry
accounts for around 12.93% of the world’s leather production of hides/ skins. Also, the total exports
of leather and leather products from India stood at USD 5.07 billion in 2019-20. The major markets
for Indian exports included USA (17.22%), Germany (11.98%), UK (10.43%), Ttaly (6.33%) and
France (5.94%). The industry occupies an important position in the Indian economy because it
provides employment to 4.42 million people. Also, it is among the top ten foreign exchange earners
for the country. The top leather exporters in India include Tata International Ltd, Florind Shoes
Ltd, Mirza Tanners Ltd, Hindustan Lever Ltd and Indian Leather Footwear Industry among others.
The global leather industry is in the process of shifting its manufacturing base from developed to
developing nations. This provides increased opportunities for employment and flow of foreign
direct investment in India. The GOI has also identified the industry as one of the 12 focus sectors
because of its growth potential. It has undertaken several initiatives for aiding the growth of the
Indian leather goods industry. Some of these measures include:

(i) provide placement linked skill development training to unemployed youth.
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(it)providing assistance for the establishment of two new branches of Footwear Design and
Development Institute (FDDI) at Banur (Punjab) and Ankleshwar (Gujrat) to augment
institutional infrastructure.

(iii) providing approval for setting up Mega Leather Cluster (MLC) at Nellore, Andhra
Pradesh, and

(iv) allowing duty free imports of hides and skins from anywhere in the world.

CONCLUSION :

* Agro-industry encompasses not only the activities that utilize raw materials sourced from
agriculture, but also those provide input for modern agronomic practices.

* Based on the input-output linkages and the interdependence between agriculture and industry,
agro industries can be of two types- (a) processing industries or agro-based industries and (b)
input supply industries or agro-industries.

* The inherent advantages of agri-industries are optimal utilization of local agri-resources,
mobilization of investment on a large scale, creation of job opportunity, prevention of distress
rural-urban migration and reduction of disparity across sectors and regions.

 Agri-based industries confirm to the notion of competitive advantage both within and outside
the country. They can play a role of a safety valve to absorb surplus rural labour and can
address the problem of large scale unemployment/disguised employment in rural areas. * The
challenge here is how effectively the government implements its schemes and policy
interventions so as to ensure an all — round industrial growth in rural areas without
undermining the identity of village, its socio — economic structure, agri-production systems
and the basic agri-manufacturing characteristics.
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Role of Election Commission

Introduction

India, a largest democracy in the world has significantly known for its successful
conduct of elections. Its election on the ground of its diversity and an identity as a most
populated country became an issue of admiration and research for the world. But, what stands
behind this success of election and in preservation of largest democracy through its legitimacy is
an effort of Election Commission of India. It has been very complex and challengeable task for
Election Commission of India to hold regular elections. To its success it not only provide
apparatus but also adapted reforms, modern technology and also faced criticisms and still hold its
unique place in Indian Democracy. This research paper focuses on those reforms, use of
technology and criticism faced by Election Commission to understand its role.

Key words —Criticism, election, model code of conduct, election commission, technology.

Objectives:
1. To understand the role of Election Commission of India.
2. To view the criticism on Election Commission of India.

Research Methodology:
To understand the role of Election Commission of India data has been collected from

secondary sources such as books, journals, newspaper, and websites. It started to prepare first
draft of electoral roll from November1947 on the basis of universal adult franchise. While
observing electoral process with historical viewpoints, electoral institutions were meant to
strengthen colonial rule.

The first election took place between 25 October1951 and 21 February 1952.Meanwhile, it
started complex task of actual preparation for election in the form of drafting electoral roll based
on adult franchise.

Ordinary people played very significant role in the establishment of democracy in India. In the
process they were driving force to institutionalize democratic citizenship and struggle for their
voting rights. One of the positive aspects of Indian democracy is that Indians were very well
acquainted with the principles and practices of electoral democracy prior to independence.

The Election Commission of India as a permanent and independent institution established on
25" January 1950 to ensure free and fair election. The separate State Election Commission
established in concern to elections of panchayat and municipalities. Election Commission of
India is common to state and centre. Article 324 of the Indian Constitution safeguards and ensure
the independent and impartial functioning of the Election Commission by providing the power of
superintendence, direction and control of elections to parliament, state legislature, the office of
President of India.

‘The powers and functions of Election Commission included in Article 324 determine its role to
perform as an institution. Some of those powers and functions are as follows.

1. Election Commission is responsible authority to prepare and periodically revise electoral rolls
and to register all eligible voters.
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4.1t plays role of court in dispute regarding recognition of political parties and allotment of
election symbols.

5. It appoints officers to enquire disputes related to electoral arrangements.

6. It determines code of conduct to be followed by parties and candidates in elections.

7.1t plays role of adviser to president on matters concerned to disqualification of members of
parliament as well as members of state legislature.

8. It may cancel polls in situation of rigging, booth capturing, violence and other irregularities.

9.1t may request to president or governor for requisitioning the staff necessary to conduct
election.

10. It advises the President whether elections can be held in a state under the president’s rule
in order to extend the period of emergency after one year.’

To provide legitimate power in functioning democracy smoothly requires voter’s participation in

election procedure. Therefore, their participation and awareness is central issue. To increase

voter’s participation Election Commission took special efforts.

Role of Election Commission to increase voter’s participation-

To increase voter’s participation from ‘Divyang’ and ‘Transgender’ Election
Commission took special efforts for their registration. It also promoted programs like systematic
voter’s education and electoral participation. SWEEP initiated in Chhattisgarh in 2009 with an
objective to involve voters in the mainstream of election process who were deprived of voting by
any reason. In Maharashtra women voter’s participation increased in 2019 as compared to
2014’s Loksabha election i.e. in 2014 it was in proportion to 1000:889 which became 1000:911
in 2019. Pranav Mukharjee in his foreword rightly been appreciated the role of Election
Commission of India to encourage voter’s participation. He said, ‘I have always appreciated the
efforts of election Commission to make the process of enrollment easier and convenient, and the
voting experience people friendly.” He observed everyone from different field contributed to the
cause of electoral participation and joined Election Commission in this shared goals. Election
commission initiated to promote ethical and informed voting.

Independent India had shown its ability by implementing universal adult suffrage and
also conducted very successfully the first election. Since then every election conducted by
Election Commission in successful manner with inclusion of certain improvements in electoral
processes whether it is in the form of electoral reforms, use of modern technology, etc.

It is not possible to achieve the goal of democracy without participation of people and
hence Election Commission plays crucial role to increase voter’s participation and establish
legitimate power in democracy. It initiated to make them aware of their rights and
responsibilities in election. Their participation is symbol of their confidence and trust in
democracy.

The 73" and 74" Constitutional amendment made possible grass root level people’s
participation in decision making process. At rural level embodies the true spirit of self rule. It is
continuous efforts of Election Commission which resulted in the participation of marginalized
section in the election process. Those sections with their awareness enabled to hold the position
in power and also involved in decision making.

While celebrating its Diamond Jubilee in 2019 it used the theme ‘Greater participation for
stronger Democracy’ which demonstrates its very goal to increase people’s participation.

Use of Modern Technology-

/)’@‘/ éﬁa A modern technology in it. It launched Cvigil application to avoid violation of Model
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Code of Conduct. It had faced various problems regarding elections such as delay in reporting
the violation of Model Code of Conduct ,escape of culprits violating its rule due to lack of
evidence, false or inaccurate reporting leading to wastage of time of enquiry officers. It is also
observed that absence of a system identifying quickly and accurately the scene of violation of the
Model Code of Conduct and also lack of information channel for transmission and tracking of
complaints became hindrances to enforce Model Code of Conduct. Therefore, to give up this
obstacle Election Commission launched Cvigil app as a fast track complaint reception and
redressal system. The app will ensure ‘free and fair’ election enabling citizens to be vigilant and
responsible as well as it will serve as a watch guard on political misconduct during elections.
PWD app is devised to help ‘Divyang’ voters. Electronic voting machine and Voter verifiable
paper audit trail system is used. The use of modern technology not only made the procedure
convenient but also added voter’s interest with increased participation in the process.

Other measures by Election Commission of India-

Election meant to be a great responsibility and hence to perform it Election Commission
provides special training to all its officers. It also provides various facilities to voters at electoral
booths.

It is observed well preparedness of Election Commission to conduct elections in sensitive
areas. Indeed it is very challenging task for it to prepare election in Naxalite areas. It is well
known that Maoist philosophy is against the very concept of democratic state. In such situation
precautions are prepared to conduct elections which can be seen through the released press note
dated on 12" April 2009 whereby Election Commission stated, ‘To ensure free and fair election
in some of the difficult locations in the Naxal affected areas the Commission had permitted the
Chief Electoral Officer to consult representatives of political parties and candidates or their
election agents, and if so agreed, shift the polling location to safer and more accessible locations
without compromising voters’ convenience.’

Chief Election Commissioner’s decision became more important suggesting the role of
Election Commission, to make the institution more reliable and enhance public trust. eg.-During
1990-1996, T. N. Sheshan implemented Model Code of Conduct to prohibit muscle and
monetary power in election. He stood to prohibit election propaganda which followed religious
and caste based hatred. It cancelled the Punjab elections in 1991ensuring that the poll process
was not vitiated by violence. Sukumar Sen,

India’s first chief election commissioner termed the first general election as an ‘experiment in
democracy’ amid the critics about gambles.

Criticism on Election Commission of India-

Election Commission has been facing Criticism since 2019 and questioned about its role
on conducting free and fair elections. ‘The CCE alleged that the Election Commission of India
was drifting away from Article 324 which provides powers to steer the electoral process.’ Its
report entitled ‘An Inquiry into India’s Election System’ put question on integrity and
inclusiveness of electoral rolls, increasing criminalization, use of money power to create
economic oligarchy, role of media, etc.

Election Commission condemned by Indian Citizen and Madras Hi gh court in concern to
election processes conducted in five states i.e West Bengal, Assam, Kerala, Tamil Nadu and

~ - Puducherry on 27" F ebruary 2021 amid COVID-19. It witnessed massive gathering of political
~~partie§'during election campaign which violated all rules of the Pandemic.
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The Election Commission mostly faced the criticism regarding preparation of voter roll.
As per the article published in Deccan herald ‘Election Commission is unable to enforce its own
guidelines. The Model Code of Conduct is often flouted with impunity
and it takes note of selective cases imposing a token ban on campaigning by leaders.” It also
failed to curb hate speech and communally loaded campaigns. In the opinion of
National herald ‘one of the weaknesses of the ECI has been its utter disdain for criticism.’
Various allegations have been put on ECI on the use of EVM and VVPAT. But in response it
has shown faith in the election machinery and its use of EVM and VVPAT. It challenged various
political parties over allegations made on the use of EVM. It responded on accusations made by
Trinmul Congress leader Mamata Banerjee that, her allegations meant to be devaluation of the
institution.

In fact, while evaluating role of Election Commission it is observed that Model Code of
Conduct doesn’t have legal backing is one of the flaws that tend to some limitations on it while
using the powers. Model Code of Conduct often conflicts with law-eg.-section123 (2b) of
Representations of Peoples Act 1961 allows the declaration of public policy and doesn’t regarded
as interfering with free exercise of the electoral right. Whereas Model Code of Conduct suggests
ministers cannot announce any financial grants, cannot promise of constructing roads, etc. In
case of malpractices done by candidate it cannot disqualify them. In such cases without legal
rights Election Commission became ‘toothless’ and haven’t enough power to constrain divisive
speeches in election campaign.

Indeed, Election Commission pursued government to make various electoral reforms
such as ‘reforming campaign finance laws, decriminalization of politics and bringing in a proper
laws for transparent constitutional appointments to posts such as that of the CEC,etc.” Some of
them came into intervention of judiciary but some are pending due to lack of political will.
Ramchandra Guha regarding Election Commission’s role stated that for the future of Indian
Democracy may now critically depend on when, whether and to what extent the Election
Commission of India can recover its once high reputation for independence and competence.

It can be a warning sign that ECI has to examine its own role to strengthen its position
and reliability among Indian Citizens for the better future of Democracy.

Conclusion-

Election Commission of India since its establishment performed vital role in the country.
It has given pace to democratic machinery to work by holding regular election on free and fair
ground. It also utilized modern technology and adapted various reforms. Due to lack of legal
authority or other flaws it cannot take strong stand in various cases is the weakness. On the
ground of various criticisms it has scope to evaluate its own role since independence and adapt
measures to hold its reliability in the minds of Indians.
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
